Flower Ceremony

Print pictures of these flowers from the internet.

The pictures can be attached to pipe cleaners to make flowers and inserted into a gold vase.

Or you can use a poster board with a gold vase drawn on it.  The flowers can be taped to the poster board during the ceremony.  Or if you really want to get fancy, use felt board and attach flowers with Velcro.

Divide verses among girls (and leaders).  

This can be done as a call and response or have the girls read the whole verse depending on the number of participants.

You can have some girls be ‘callers’ and some be ‘flower placers’.  

Each girl reads her verse and places her flower in the vase.

Bonus activity:

Have the girls make sachets after the ceremony for remembrances or make them ahead of time and pass out as gifts.  

To make sachets:


Cut 6 – 10”  squares of fabric or lace


Cut 12-18” matching ribbon


Place potpourri in middle of fabric


Pull up four corner to middle and tie with ribbon.

Introduction (Leader):

In almost all countries and cultures there are ceremonies to mark important events in life – days of celebration, sad days, joyous days, days on which a special commitment is made, days that mark an achievement. 

Girl Scouts, too, have ceremonies to mark important events and significant days.

Today, we are here to reaffirm our belief in the Girl Scout Promise and Law.

The Girl Scout Promise and Law are the foundation of all Girl Scouting.  The Promise is like a gold pot that holds flowers.  Flowers have always played an important role in human life.  From the very earliest times, they have been given as tokens of love and respect and have served in ceremonies and rituals of all types.  The flowers we mention in this ceremony symbolize the ten parts of the Girl Scout Law.

I will do my best:  to be honest

White Chrysanthemum – symbolizes truth, honor, trustworthiness, equality and fairness.

I will do my best:  to be fair

Ivey – represents fidelity, a faithfulness to obligations and duties.  The color green represents new growth.

I will do my best:  to be friendly

Zinnia – represents thoughtfulness about friends

I will do my best:  to be helpful

Mimosa – symbolizes sensitivity.  The blossom symbolizes generosity.

I will do my best:  to be considerate and caring

Cactus – represents warmth

I will do my best:  to be courageous and strong

Scarlet Geranium – symbolizes cheerfulness

I will do my best:  to be responsible for what I say and do

Daffodil – represents careful thought & attention

I will do my best:  to respect myself and others

Sweet Violet – symbolizes moderation – the color represents deep thought about yourself and how you fit into this world.

I will do my best:  to respect authority

Jasmine – like the daffodil it represents careful thought attention and concern

I will do my best:  to use resources wisely

Chicory – represents frugality or thriftiness

I will do my best:  to make the world a better place

Magnolia – symbolizes the love of nature

I will do my best:  to be a sister to every Girl Scout

Rose – the rose represents love, a basic ingredient in being a sister.

Closing (Leader):

The sachet symbolizes our rededication to the Girl Scout Promise and Law.  Flowers alone do not last.  The sachet, a combination of color, texture, shape and aroma, of each of the symbolic flowers will always remind us of our commitment.  A gift of fragrance is a gift of remembrance.
